The incumbent serves as a journeyman Contract Specialist responsible for providing advice and assistance to junior personnel, as well as performing own assignments for pre-award and post award functions on complex procurement actions.  Functions include market research, statement of work development, selection of appropriate contract type, cost analysis, negotiation, and administration of resultant contracts, intergovernmental agreements, and financial assistance for services, construction, and supplies in support of BPA programs.  Incumbent will be primarily responsible for negotiation of contracts and modifications of significant complexity and often large dollar value.
